The Middle Sheyenne 319 Watershed Project was reviewed.
Hurdsfield Project
· Board reviewed the invoice from Burlington Electric.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Devin to pay this invoice.   All voting aye, motion carried.
· Mike Flick requested the East ½ of 3-146-72 and a corner on the NW ¼ of 2-1416-72 be cleaned out.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Tom to clean out this area.  The Hurdsfield pump will be shut off for a week to dry out the area so Kingdom Construction can do the clean out.
· The WRD received a cost share check for $79,717.70.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Devin to put this amount towards the loan payment.  All voting aye, motion carried. 
· Discussion was held regarding winterizing the pumps for winter.  Thomas and the board will winterize the pump and Thomas will train the board and the gateman on the workings of the pump.
Harvey Dam
· Larry met with the County Commissioners and members from the Harvey City Council regarding the level of the Harvey Dam.  The Harvey City Council would like the levels to not be lowered.  The WRD requested a letter from the County Commissioners and the City of Harvey with this request that will be forward to the ND SWC
Drain 1 Culverts
· Culverts on 17th street in St Anna Township-Drain #1 need to be replaced.  To meet the 10 year flood event and stream crossing standards three (3) 48x60 culverts need to be put in. 18th street also needs replacing in the future.  Drain #1 is responsible for 60% and Wells County is responsible for 40% of the cost.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Tom to replace the three culverts on 17th street.  All voting aye, motion carried.   Larry will contact Lloyds Construction to install the culverts.
ND State Water Commission Goals and Resolutions
Kale reviewed the SEC Goals and Resolutions with the board for the next legislative session.  Discussion was held regarding Dam maintenance/ownership. Philip made a motion, seconded by Devin to have Kale draft a letter with the Wells County concerns regarding Dam’s. All voting aye, motion carried.
