Minutes of the March 8, 2022 meeting were reviewed. Tom made the motion, seconded by Chad to approve the minutes with the recommended changes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Hurdsfield Project
· The board reviewed the quote from Minnesota Valley Testing Laboratories. Chad made the motion, seconded by Devin to have Larry sign the contract.  All voting aye, motion carried.  
· The board discussed finishing the last approximate 300 feet channel on the inlet side in Section 21-146-72.  Chad made the motion, seconded by Bryon to hire Schimelfenig Construction to finish the channel.  All voting aye, motion carried.  

Harvey Dam
· The WRD has received the conditional water permit.  The conditional permit has been sent to those who replied during the comment period.  They had until February 25th to file additional comments in response to the decision made by the ND Water Resources.  The ND Water Resources will make its final decision after February 25th.  Thomas reported that the permit is on the State Engineer’s desk waiting for a signature. 
· Once the permit is received, Bryon made the motion, seconded by Chad to hire Apex Engineering to complete the hydrology study for the Harvey Dam.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Highway 52 Bridge Clean Out
· Thomas reported that he has surveyed the channel and Apex could do a redesign of the channel and lower the culvert. 
· Kale and Thomas have left messages with CP Rail and have not received any call back regarding gaining permission to do the clean out on the railroad property. 

Joining the Upper Sheyenne Watershed
· Discussion was held regarding joining the Upper Sheyenne Water Shed.  Larry and Chad will attend the next meeting. 

Brian Schimelfenig, Schimelfenig Construction joined the meeting. 

Drain Clean-outs/Culvert Replacement/Removal for 2022
· The WRD will hire Schimelfenig Construction to do the drain clean outs.  The board will contact other contractors to do the culvert work.  
· Devin made the motion, seconded by Tom to replace the culverts between Section 35/3 148-71 on 18th St based on the recommendation from Apex Engineering.  All voting aye, motion carried. 
· Devin made the motion, seconded by Tom to remove the culverts in the private crossing in 3-148-71 after Tom visits with Attorney Tom Aljets who represents the new landowners.   All voting aye, motion carried.
· Chad made the motion, seconded by Devin to clean out Lateral A- North in Drain #1 from the E side of Section 8-148-71 to the S side of Section 17-148-71.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Culvert Replacement/Landowner Notifications
· Kale will draft a general letter and send it to Tammy to send to landowners.
