Hurdsfield Project
· Discussion was held on putting the monitoring equipment back in.  The equipment will be put back in when it will no longer freeze and before pumping begins. 

Harvey Dam
· Apex Engineering is conducting the Hydrology Study to determine if the dam can hold the water.
· Discussion was held regarding if they study and design needs to meet the new Dam Standards, which will not be out for approximately 6 months to a year or if the study and design can be under the old Dam Standards.
· Karen Goff stated that the project can move forward under the old Dam Standards and they would recognize permits that came in before the new Dam Standards are implemented.  The Harvey Dam is considered a Medium Hazard Dam.  
· Apex Engineering will have conversations with the DWR to discuss the project going forward. 

Highway 52 Drain #1 Crossing
· The ND DOT is requesting a letter from the Corps of Engineers that a permit for this project is not needed.  Thomas will request that the Corps send the letter.
· Thomas has visited with contractors and there are contractors who are interested in this project.
· The board reviewed the Construction documents.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Chad to approve the construction documents. 

Legislative Update
· Kale updated the board on SB’s 2037, 2326, 2036 and 2372, HB’s 1462, 1931 and 1239.  Kale recommended the board review and follow these bills as they affect WRD’s.
