 The Wells County Water Resource District Board meeting began at 8:00 am.  

Open mic – no comments. 

Minutes of the March 28, 2024 meeting were reviewed. Dan made the motion, seconded by Chad to approve the minutes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Hurdsfield Project
· Thomas reported that the monitoring equipment is in and operating. 

Crossing between Hamburg and Oshkosh Township
· The WRD received a letter from the Hamburg Township officers that they have no issue with a request for a crossing between the SW4 of 32-149-69 and the NW4 of 1-148-70.
· The WRD is waiting on a letter from Oshkosh Township.
· The WRD is requesting letters from landowners in the SW4 of 32-149-69 and the NW4 of 1-148-70.

Richard Lies vs Kurt Bollingberg Complaint
· Dan Gaustad reviewed the Determination and Decision regarding the complaint filed by Richard Lies against Kurt Bollingberg.  
· Claim #1 Alleged Violations un the N.D.C.C 61-16.1-53.  The Lies’ complaint regarding an unpermitted dam, dike, or other device is DISMISSED
· Claim #2 Alleged Violations under N.D.C.C 61-32-07. Lies’ complaint relating to alleged violations under N.D.C.C 61-32-07 is DISMISSED
· Claim #3 Alleged Violations under N.D.C.C 61-16.1-51.  Obstruction to a drain.  Bollingberg is directed and ordered to remove the sandbags within Culvert #2 within fifteen (15) days of this Decision and Determination. 
· NO action is required for Culvert #1 as it does not obstruct the flow of water in the highway ditch. 
· After the review, Tom made the motion, seconded by Bryon to approve the Decision and Determination and send the signed approval to Dan Gaustad.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Drain #1 Ditch 
· Darin Jones and Reese Jones reported that in 2023 the Highway 52 South of Fessenden Project where they added a passing lane has caused issues in the ditch.  Water is not draining for over 3 miles.  Larry will visit with the ND DOT regarding this issue. 




St Anna Township
· St Anna Township received FEMA funds to gravel roads.  The two (2) culverts between Section 10/11 need to be replaced.  These culverts are in Drain #1.  Chad made the motion, seconded by Devin to replace the two (2) culverts before St Anna does the graveling.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

SB2372
· Kale reported that there has not been any additional information regarding this.  

Hagemeister Clean out Request
· Brock Hagemeister and Keith Wachtel requested a clean out in 33-147-69.  Fish and Wildlife have the easement in the surrounding area.  The WRD has an easement for this area.  In order to do this cleanout, the landowners will need to pay for this cleanout.  The landowners and the contractor will need to sign an indemnification.  Chad made the motion, seconded by Devin to have Kale send out the indemnification to the landowners for signature before any work can be done.  All voting aye, motion carried. 
 
Drain #1 Culvert-Mark Schmitz concern
· The board discussed options regarding Mark Schmitz’s concern of high water getting close to his feed lot.  
· Discussion was held regarding replacing the culvert on 19th St.
· Discussion was held regarding straitening the channel before it flows into the James River
· Larry and Brian Schimelfenig will take elevations of the area to see how much drop there is before the James River and report back to the board at the May meeting.

Oak Creek Drain-55th Ave NE Crossing
· Larry asked Richard Lies-Fairville Township board officer if the township will be taking out the culvert in the NW4 of 29 (intersection of 55th Ave NE and 14th St NE). 
·  Richard stated he can not speak for Fairville Township.

Oak Creek South Lateral
· Richard Lies requested that the board reinstall fabric and riprap that has fallen into the channel.  The board and Kale explained to Richard that an easement from him is needed for the WRD to go on private property to fix this issue. This easement also protects the assessed drain. 
· Richard is concerned about his tile lines.
