Hurdsfield Project

Unauthorized Dam Complaint-Thompson v Roller
· Kale updated the board regarding the Wetland Reserve Easement with NRCS and a Conservation Easement that pre-date the construction of the dam.  Kale does not see an issue with these easements but will reach out to Jen Vetter, NRCS Compliance Officer with NRCS  
· 
55th Ave Crossing in the Oak Creek Drain
· The board reviewed the Stream Crossing report from DWR.
· The study is incomplete due to not enough information on Crossing #2.
· Thomas will reach out to Matt Lindsey at DWR and ask if they can provide more information on Crossing #2 in the next 30 days.  
· Tom made the motion, seconded by Chad that if DWR is unable to provide additional information in 30 days for Rinke Noonan to serve Fairville Township with the study.  All voting aye, motion carried.  Kale will also reach out to the Fairville Townships attorney, 
· The WRD is waiting on a ruling from the ND Supreme Court.

49th Ave/Highway 15 (Bollingberg/Muscha) Culvert
· Larry reviewed with the board a culvert is the SE4 of 7-148-69.  
· Water is backing up to the north and to the west due to the culvert into the approach is 10 inches higher on one end. This culvert is an intercept culvert to the Oak Creek Drain. 
· This culvert is in the highway ROW and for the DOT to lower the culvert they will need a plan from the WRD. 
· Elevations and photos will be sent to Apex Engineering to send a plan to the DOT.
