Hurdsfield Project
· April 9, 2025- the pump was turned on and pumping 2200 gallons per minute (gpm)
· April 10, 2025-samples taken by Minnesota Valley Testing Lab  (samples have to be taken within 48 hours after pump is started)
· April 15,2025- EC levels were increasing so the pump was turned down to pump 1100 gpm
· April 17, 2025 samples taken by Minnesota Valley Testing Lab (MVTL)
· April 18, 2025 Test results from the April 10th sampling received from MVTL
· April 22, 2025 2025-the pump was turned off due to increase in EC levels
· April 24, 2025 Test results from the April 17th sampling received from MVTL

55th Ave Crossing in the Oak Creek Drain
· Legal documents were filed with the court on January 27th and as of today’s date there has been no ruling.

Haux Complaint
· The board reviewed the Findings of Fact Conclusion of Law, and Order.
· Bryon made the motion, seconded by Chad to approve the Findings of Fact, Conclusion of Law and Order and dismiss the Haux Complaint.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Loewen/Wells-Stutsman Co Drainage Issue
· Thomas reported that Apex Engineering has been hired by the landowners to do a feasibility study on the area between Wells and Stutsman County. 

Garrison Diversion Channel
· The Garrison Diversion Conservatory approached the Wells County Commissioners and the WRD about taking over the channel.  At this time the WRD has no interest in owning the channel.  




Harvey Reservoir Update
· Anne Ehni-NRCS updated the board regarding the Harvey Reservoir. They are continuing to do the water sampling for water quality.  The grant ends in September and then a community meeting will be held to determine what actions need to be taken.  

2025 Culvert Inspections
· The board needs to update the 3-year plan for culvert replacement in the legal drains.
· Larry will go through the list and update the list. 

2026 Budget
· The board reviewed the 2026 Budget.
· Bryon made the motion, seconded by Devin to accept and submit the 2026 budget to the Wells County Auditor.  All voting aye, motion carried.

SB 2180-Public Comment Policy
· Kale reported on SB 2180 that required all governing bodies to have a policy to provide an opportunity for public comment.  The WCWRD currently allows a public comment opportunity.  Kale will draft the policy for review at the June meeting.

· The 2025 Joint Summer Water Meeting will be held on July 9th and 10th in Devils Lake.
