Minutes of the August 10, 2021 meeting were reviewed. Devin made the motion, seconded by 
Tom to approve the minutes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Hurdsfield Project
· The board reviewed the Termination to Cancel Coverage.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Chad for Larry to sign the Termination of Cancel Coverage.  All voting aye, motion carried. 
· The Monitoring System from Tech Sales has been ordered by Apex Engineering.
· The board discussed winterizing the pumps soon.
· Kurt Hart Damages-All information has been sent to BEK Consulting.  The board has helped Kurt gather all information needed.  This claim is now between Kurt and BEK Consulting.

Harvey Dam
· Only 3 comments were received.  One in favor and one against and one with a concern.  Thomas feels the SWC could still issue the temporary permit. 
· Discussion was held in regards to the WRD having authority to close down access to the Harvey Reservoir for boating due to low water levels.  The Harvey Reservoir is considered a navigable waterway and is under the jurisdiction of the SWC.  The WRD does not have the authority to close the Harvey Reservoir.
· Discussion was held regarding the culvert inspection to be done by Karen Goeff.  She would like the pipe to have no water in it when it is inspected.  Larry will contact Gateman Brad Weippert to see if he can close the low flow valve. 

Highway 52 Bridge Cattail Clean-out
· The board reviewed a letter that was received from Vince Sabbe with the NDDOT.  Vince sent photos of areas on the North side of the Hwy 52 bridge that is full of cattails and is impeding water and asked if the WRD can clean this area out.  Devin made the motion, seconded by Tom to have Thomas contact Vince Sabbe for more information.
Highway 3 Grade Raise from Tuttle to Hurdsfield
· The board reviewed the plans regarding the NDDOT’s proposed grade raises on ND Hwy 3 north of Hurdsfield. Thomas Demke- Apex Engineering and Kale Van Bruggen-Rinke-Noonan also reviewed this project to determine if this would have any effects on the Hurdsfield Project.  Apex Engineering states that this will not affect the Hurdsfield Project.  Kale reported that the location of the work will not impact any of our infrastructure and the roadway improvements will need to respect the stream crossing standards and convey natural flow, which will accommodate any benefits to properties assessed into the legal drain assessment district.

Drain #1 Culvert Replacement
· The board discussed cleaning WC #14 culvert in Drain #1 Tom made the motion, seconded by Chad to inspect the area and if it needs cleaning a contractor will be hired to clean it out.
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Beaver Dam
· The board received a complaint of a beaver dam by the Harvey Golf Course backing up water. Tom made the motion, seconded by Chad, to contact Arrowhead Wildlife Management to see if they can remove the beaver dam. All voting aye, motion carried.  

Smaller Subsurface Water Management Systems
· The board received notices of subsurface water management systems of less than 80 acres and confirmed those systems are within the purview of and comply with NDCC 61-32-03.2
