Oak Creek Assessment Drain (55th Avenue-Fairville Township Culverts)

The purpose of the executive session is for attorney consultation concerning the culverts in Fairville Township in the Oak Creek Drainage Area pursuant to N.D.C.C. § 44-04-19.1(2),(5).

Manager Deede made the motion, seconded by Manager Brynjulson that the Board close the public meeting at 2:34 PM and move into Executive Session for the purposes of discussing potential litigation concerning the 55th Ave. NE Crossings in the Oak Creek Drainage Area pursuant to N.D. Century Code section 44-04-19.1(2),(5) and that Secretary Roehrich, Attorney Van Bruggen, and Engineer Thomas Demke attend the Executive Session.

Stream Crossing Determination (55th Avenue Fairville Township Culverts)
· Kale will send the Apex Engineering Stream Crossing study to the Fairville Township attorney.
· Devin made the motion, seconded by Bryon to send a letter to the Fairville Township board requesting that the Township provide the following for any regular, special, emergency, or otherwise convened meeting at which a township highway or roadway culvert crossing within the Oak Creek Assessment Drain is on the agenda or is otherwise discussed:
1. Advanced notice of agenda items: Provide written notice whenever any agenda for a regular or special meeting includes an item that references, concerns, or could reasonably affect the condition, location, design, inspection, maintenance, operation, removal, replacement, or any action concerning a township highway, roadway, or section line culvert crossing within the Oak Creek Assessment Drain’s assessment district. For emergency meetings or agenda additions, provide notice as soon as practicable and in any event contemporaneously with the Township’s notice to the public. 
1. Copies of agendas and supporting materials: Provide copies of the meeting agenda and any reports, engineering studies, contractor proposals, maps, drawings, photographs, or other records distributed to the Board or otherwise relied upon by the Board that relate to the culvert crossings within the Oak Creek Assessment Drain’s assessment district. These records are requested to be provided contemporaneous with their distribution to Board members.
1. Draft meeting minutes and approved minutes: If draft minutes or a draft record of proceedings are prepared and become public record, provide a copy of the draft minutes that reference any township highway, roadway, or section line culvert crossing within the Oak Creek Assessment Drain’s assessment district as soon as they are available. Provide a copy of the approved minutes once they are adopted and become public record if they reference any such culvert crossing.
